In its mission to make architecture a public concern, the CCA seeks to turn its
visitors into participants in an ongoing debate on the issues raised by its exhibitions.
Program

To this end, it organises programmes for the public, families and all levels of
educational institutions from kindergarten to university. Programmes for the general
public include guided visits to the CCA, the CCA sculpture garden and exhibitions
Presented in the main galleries. Many exhibitions offer visitors the opportunity to
question resource persons in the exhibit. The 'Thursday Evenings at the CCA' include
lectures, round tables and films that illuminate the CCA's exhibitions from different
points of view. For families, the CCA organises creative workshops based on the
themes of its exhibitions. The CCA's educational services have developed three
permanent school programmes; each year a programme is based on a major CCA
exhibition. Guided visits are also organised, on request, for groups of college and
university students.

In 2001, a total of 25,729 visitors(or 42.4% of all visitors) Participated in a
programme that contributed to making their visit to the CCA a learning experience. A
total of 6,404 members of the general public benefited from the opportunities offered
them to learn more about the CCA and its exhibitions. From the architectural
community, 448 members used the inaugurations of the installations in the 'Current
Concerns and Exchanges with colleagues. At least 2,279 children and adults took part
in the CCA's family programmes, while 6,421 pupils and students-from kindergarten to
university- participated in the school and university programmes. The forty-one events
in the 'Thursday Evenings at the CCA' series were attended by 3,395 people. A series
of four concerts drew 667 persons and 6,115 people took part in a variety of public

programmes that included a colloquium, a public forum, seven walking tours, two




lectures by the CCA study centre's Senior Mellon Fellows and three open house days
with activities for all target audiences.

The centre produces touring exhibitions, catalogues and monographs. It houses a
collection of architectural drawings, both individual drawings and correspondence;
models; and vintage and newly commissioned photographs and slides. It specialises in
photographs of architecture from 1839 to the present day; Canadian architectural
archives of the twentieth century; 1,500-2,000 architectural drawings, including selected
project archives from ¢1900, and comprehensive archives of key post-war figures in
the US and Europe. The holding date from the fifteenth century to the present, and
included printed literature and material on the history and theory of architecture,
urban planning and landscape design. There are approximately 190,000 monographic
volumes including rare books and special collections; approximately 5,000 periodical
titles; and audiovisual material, artefacts and ephemera. The collection and library

holdings may be accessed by computer.

Information

Created by an Act of Congress in 1980, the National Building Museum is America's premier
cultural institution dedicated to exploring and celebrating architecture, design, engineering,
construction, and urban planning. Since opening its doors in 1985, the museum has become a
vital forum for exchanging ideas and information about such topical issues as managing suburban
growth, preserving landmarks and communities and revitalising urban centres. The museum's
exhibitions and education programmes - including innovative curricula for schoolchildren and
stimulating programmes for adults - annually attract more than 400,000 people.

The museum occupies one of Washington's most spectacular structures. Designed in 1881 by
civil engineer and US Army General Montgomery C Meigs, it was completed in 1887. The
building, which originally housed the Pension Bureau, was later occupied by many government
agencies. It is widely recognised as a marvel of engineering. The building's exterior dimensions
are 400 feet x 200 feet, and it i1s 75feet high to cornice level. The Great Hall is 316 feet x 116
feet and it is 159 feet high(approximately fifteen storeys) at its highest point. The eight
Corinthian columns are among the tallest in the world at 75 feet. They are 8 feet in diameter
and 25 feet in circumference, and each is built of 70,000 bricks.

An ingenious system of windows, vents and open archways allows the Great Hall to function
as a reservoir of light and air. The impressive Italian Renaissance design has a central
foundation and the Great Hall has been a much sought after venue for gala events, including

many presidential inaugural balls, from 1885 to the present day.

Slee galleries, cafe, shop (induding on-line)and education facilities.
The museum has permanent and organised exhibitions: 'The Pension Building' and
'Washington: Symbol and City". Exhibitions also tour. There is also an on-line exhibition, 'Building
America.' There is a comprehensive exhibition with an associated lecture programme and family,
education and outreach programmes. The museum also organises events within the Great Hall.
Tours of Washington from walking and bus to canoe and kayak are also organised.
Programs The focus of the collection is national and consists of:. architectural drawings, both individual

drawings and complete archives; documents and correspondence; models; building fragments;
vintage photographs; and slides and ephemera. Strengths of the collection include the
archives of William Chalfant of the Northwestern Terra Cotta Company, and of the interior
design firm of Ernest L Brothers Inc, and photo archives of the Wurts Bros firm(architectural
photographers). The library has some 1,200 volumes focusing of American architecture and

The Art Institute of Chicago organises exhibitions, including touring exhibitions and
has a permanent exhibition entitled 'Fragments of Chicago's Past. The Ernest R Graham
Study Center for Architectural Drawings, within the AIC, houses a distinguished
collection of more than 130,000 architectural sketches and drawings. The collected
works concentrate on designs by Chicago architects and for Chicago buildings from the
1870s to the present day. Of particular note are significant holdings of works by David
Adler, Daniel Burnham and John Wellborn Root, Bruce Goff, Marion Mahony Griffin and
Walter Burley Griffin, Louis Sullivan, Ludwig Mies van der Rohe, Stanley Tigerman, Peter
B Wight, and Frank Lloyed Wright. Examples of landscape architecture, structural
engineering, and industrial design are also represented. The collection features
architectural models and fragments, including a reconstruction of the Adler and Sullivan
trading room from the Chicago Stock Exchange (1893-94).
The Architecture Society was founded in 1981. In 1993, as it expanded the scope of
Programs | its programming and membership, the name was changed to the Architecture and

Design Society. In addition to the architecture, the society now represents related
design areas such as interior design, graphic design, industrial design and product
design. The Department of Architecture organises architectural exhibitions and
publications. It prides itself on making the art of architecture accessible to a wide
audience. It also seeks to conserve architectural heritage through its permanent
collection which currently contains over 120,000 plans, drawings, models and
architectural artefacts. The Architecture and Design Society has programmed speakers
such as Richard Meier, Cesar Pelli, Santiago Calatrava, Zaha Hadid and Robert AM
Stern. Tours of buildings contribute to the mission of increasing the understanding of
architecture and design concepts. Access to the School of Architecture's collection is by
appointment only. The focus of the collection is national, international and local
comprising architectural drawings, both individual drawings and complete archives,
models and building fragments.

The foundation pursues this
Objectives idea through a comprehensive programme of exhibits, tours, special events, education
programmes and lectures, all designed to enhance the public's awareness and
appreciation of Chicago's architectural legacy.
chp There are 38 full-time and 12 part-time members of staff plus 2 freelance
consultants. The venue includes galleries and a shop.
The programme  comprises exhibitions, forums, debates, lectures and tours. The
foundation i1s used in the following ways.
1. 'City Space' : a new showcase for the city's architectural history and new projects.
Designed by Skidmore Owings & Merrill (SOM), 'City Space' features a spectacular
timeline, videos of important architects speaking on Chicago, a giant scale model of
the city and a data-base of Chicago architecture;
2. Atrium Gallery : featuring rotating architectural and design-oriented exhibitions. A
recent display, 'Unexpected Chicago’, was a photography exhibit by Jose Camilo
Vergara and Timothy Samuelson, co-authors and curators;
3. Lecture Hall Gallery : for lectures and exhibits by architecture and history
professionals from throughout the country;
Programs 4, studio/workshop : a vibrant and historic space for year-round youth and adult

education programmes, such as 'Structures: The Secret of Skyscrapers', and teachers'
workshops;

5. architecture tours : more than 400 trained volunteers lead seventy-five different
architecture tours by foot, boat, bus, bicycle and train throughout the city and
suburbs of Chicago

The foundation organises up to twelve exhibitions per year, including its own curated
exhibitions and collaborations plus receiving touring exhibitions. It receives over 350,000
visitors per year. There is no collection, archive or library. The CAF owns and maintains
a scale model of the central business district of Chicago which serves as a record of
this area. The model is on public display.

Architects, engineers and developers are represented on the board of trustees, and on

many committees including the exhibitions committees. CAF utilises architects to plan




exhibits and also features various firms in exhibits. CAF hosts forums and lectures on
current issues in the community. Many exhibits are focused on new projects under
development in Chicago and the surrounding region. The CAF education programme
serves elementary and high school students with interactive field trips, tours, workshops
and teachers' professional development workshops. Recent developments include a book
of lessons (a curriculum) for using architecture to teach the core subjects from
kindergarten to grade eight entitled Schoolyards to Skylines: Teaching with Chicago's
Amazing Architecture. Seventy school groups visit per year.
